Located east of exit 12‐A off I‐205. Take 
Hwy 212 east, then Hwy 224 to Carver. 
Turn right to cross the Clackamas River, 
then left after the bridge, then right on 
Hattan Road, go one block to the corner. 
18005 S. Gronlund Road.  
 

The church is one room approximately 
24 x 30 feet with double doors opening 
to a center aisle carpeted with a dark 
rose runner.  Electric lights may be 
dimmed to your preference.  Pews have 
flower / bow hooks.

Pioneer Wedding Chapel 
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The Church is rented in two hour increments.  There is 
a one hour cleaning period between events.  Florists, 
photographers, and musicians have access only during 
your rental period.   Use of the fragile antique organ 
will be limited to organists, or others by approval only.  
The piano is available for anyone.  
 
There is space in the Church lot for your RV, or Trailer, 
and a power plug on the Library shed.  The shed  dou-
bles as a dressing area for the bridal party.   Additional 
portable restrooms are your responsibility,  and can be 
delivered early.  
 
Off street parking for thirty+ cars is provided in the 
Church lot and the front lot. Additional parking is  
provided in the rear lot for fifty or more.   
 

The Baker’s family log cabin is often available for tours  
during events or by appointment.   Fee based, with do-
cent provided.  

Event  fees are due at time of booking to secure the date and time.   
Fees are non-refundable unless the date can be rebooked. 
Damage deposits will be refunded 30 days from the event.
